A few weeks ago, another family in our church who also came
from Pakistan as refugees made us aware of a family in great need. This
family was involved in reaching people with the gospel of Jesus in their
native country, and as a result, they have had to flee for their lives. As
followers of Christ, we are called to care for the persecuted and the
oppressed. This strategic cause embodies our mission to impact the nations.
